Here is the report on the Offertory Collection for Easter,
April 20th:

Envelopes and Plate Collection  $27,174

sizable reduction in the Easter collection this year. First,
we want to say "many thanks to all for your Easter gift to
God and his Church here at Our Lady of Mount Car-
mel". The Easter collection is an import part of our par-
ish budget for the year. We encourage you to give gen-
erously each Sunday in May and June. The average
Sunday collection would need to reach $8,500 each
week to avoid another parish operating deficit for the
fiscal year which ends June 30. We will continue to do
everything possible to reduce our expenses.
